LOCATION:
The 2008 L.A. City Women’s Golf Championships will be played at the Rancho Park Golf Course, located at
10460 West Pico Blvd., Los Angeles, CA 90064. For directions call (310) 838-7373

FLIGHTS:

Maximum Index Allowed = 33.2

Maximum Handicap Allowed = 36

Minimum Age = 16

In order to play in the Championship Flight you must have an index of 7.0 or less, if not please provide a letter
from a golf profession stating your playing ability. If a player feels more competitive in the Net Flights they
may sign up to play in that group. All entrants must include their six-digit member number on the entry forms
for purposes of handicap and pairing. Flights will be determined depending on the number of entries received.

SPECTATORS / CADDIES

Caddies are permitted, but must be at least 13 years old, must register with the Committee. Spectators are
permitted, but they must be at least 13 years old, must stay in the rough and may NOT communicate, interfere,
give advice to the players or interfere with committee decisions. To do so will cause disqualification of the
competitor. Spectators are not permitted to rent or ride in electric carts.

RULINGS

The committee shall make all rulings. When doubtful of rights or procedures, and where no rules committee
person can be found, play a second ball. Note: you may not play two balls and then choose which one will
count. Before playing either ball, you must announce your intention and report both scores to the committee
even if both scores are the same. Protests are to be resolved at the course with the Committee. All rulings by
the committee are final.

DEADLINE
Entries must be postmarked no later than June 20, 2008. Cancellations after the closing date will be
subject to a $10.00 processing fee. No refunds for no-shows or withdraws.

IRETRIEVING TEE TIMES & RESULTS
Tee times will be available 7 days prior to the tournament on our web page. Results will be posted 1-2
days after the tournament.

SCORING

Players MUST exchange scorecards on the first tee. The player is responsible for the correct score on each
hole. The scorer will add the score, but addition errors will not result in disqualification. The scorecard must
have two signatures the scorer and the player.

PACE OF PLAY

All players will be expected to maintain position on the course, play without delay, and clear each hole
promptly. The committee has no desire to invoke rules and penalties; however, Rule 6-7 states: “Players shall
at all times play without undue delay.” Penalty for violation in stroke play is two strokes for each member of the
foursome. Repeated offense will result in disqualification.

AWARDS

Trophies and Merchandise certificates will be awarded. Trophies will be awarded for Low Gross and Runner
Up in the Championship Flight and First Place and Runner-up in the Net Flights. Merchandise certificates for
winners are redeemable at any L.A. City Golf Course Pro Shop and at the Brookside Pro Shop in Pasadena.
There will be closest to the pin in each flight one day and longest drive in each flight on the other day.
TIES:

Ties for the Championship and Net Winners will be played off on a sudden-death basis. All other ties will be
decided by a card-off as follows: Total of back nine, Total of last six holes, Total of last three holes, 18" hole.
ELECTRIC CARTS

Cart partners are not guaranteed. Double riders pay $12 each. Single riders pay $16 plus $8 deposit. The
deposit will be forfeited if more than one player or one set of clubs uses a cart. If no preference is indicated on
the entry form, it will be assumed that an electric cart is not desired.



RAIN INTERRUPTION

In the event that the tournament is interrupted by rain, no rescheduling will be done. The stipulated number of
holes per round is eighteen. No partial rounds will be counted, and the tournament will revert to the nearest 18

holes completed. A refund of green fees only will be made.
DRESS CODE
Appropriate golf attire is expected. Soft spikes are preferred.

REFRESHMENTS: Awards luncheon after golf on Sunday in the Rancho Park banquet room.
